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The research presents axiological aspects of a leadership in current education that concern the choice of relevant
instruments for effective professional interaction of the participants in the process of creating a humanitarian universe.
The purpose of this study is to obtain arguments for a socially significant role of a leader in search of a corpus of regional
humanitarian activities within the modern society and current education realia of the postmodernism era. The research
methodology is based on the integrative use of current Scientific Scholarship to create a new vision of a leader in the
spaces of humanistic essence — a humanitarian continuum that exposes the architectonics 0f novel strategy and tactics
of a leader. The basic principles of the architectonics include critical analysis of practical implementation of cultural
and educational innovative events at the regional level in terms of an axiological approach the main characteristics of
which include consistency, polyphony, cultural conformity, personality as a value, education as a value, the tradition
preservation of humanistic tendencies in national education.

Results of the survey reflect on the innovation findings of conceptual communications within the analogues in the
aspect of sociality and culture identity, i.e. stability, leadership, professionalism, novel communication strategies
and tactics in the aspect of novelty of social and educational humanitarian spaces. Nevertheless, the very fact of the
polyphony of the Concepts on the role of a leader is symptomatic that indicates the stage of the adaptation steps of
each of the theories on a Humanitarian Universum. In conclusion the facts of cultivating the innovative nature of the
ontology of modern social and educational practices are in the focus of the leadership culture and professionalism that
lead to leadership and stability of the Region. It helps to understand the transformations that have taken place in the
philosophy of education as a whole.

Introduction

Problem statement of this research concerns theo-
retical conceptualization of the architecture of effective
socially important educational events of novelty in terms
of axiological context and leadership as a basic charac-
teristic of a manager in the world of uncertainty and un-
predictability. All sorts of unpredictable social events and
situations, finding ways to remove them is considered to
be a subject of education in the broad sense of this con-
cept. In case of possibility, by teaching and educating the
youth, is to get positive results not only in the future, but
also in the present. Moreover, a person who has a high
level of education, but does not have moral and ethical
norms, becomes a destructive, aggressive personality.
Consequently, a person who has formed moral and eth-
ical norms of behavior, but does not have a clear scien-
tific picture of the world, very often goes into mysticism
according to both current Scientific Scholarship and the
pedagogical community. Thus, current education is full
of complex problems for all the mankind. In other words,
there comes a great need to be focused on continuity,
stability and readiness of the individual as a leader to
solve the actual issues of quality-based system manage-
ment of the novel humanitarian continuum in full. In turn,
this context is based on general conceptual approaches
and solutions in terms of current Scientific Scholarship
of postmodernism, both the Natural Sciences and the
Humanities, where axiology of leadership along with sta-
bility as characteristic features of the novel educational
spaces is a priority [1-5; 7; 10; 14; 19; 21].

When developing the provisions of the methodology
and concept frames for the study of the novel humani-
tarian universum and leadership as a basic characteristic
of management the realities of current humanity were in

The results of the studies provide a theoretical and ex-
perimental justification of the importance of the research
devoted to the axiology of leadership in the implementa-
tion of strategy and tactic innovations of the humanitarian
continuum into the educational professional spaces. But
the lack of the research on the problem under discussion
stimulates the research on architectonics of the social sit-
uations where there is an interest of those who are directly
preparing a new generation for life, who are to introduce
this concept into the humanitarian universe within the
framework of national culture, which is based on spiritual
and moral values - personality as a value, native language
as a value, continuing education as a value, integration of
man and nature as a value. In sum, leadership of a person-
ality of a manager — principals, teachers, scientific educa-
tors — means to teach and to learn the basic principles of
leadership that motivates stability, psychological balance,
morality and intellectuality, i.e. not to ignore them but to
make the outmost of them for effective positive interac-
tion and language communication of the participants of
the educational process [5].
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Leadership as Concept Sphere intended for interaction
should reflect the logic of creating the Humanitarian Uni-
versum of the information and education environment
based on principles of humanism and culture self-identi-
ty of a person. School, secondary and higher, forming the
basis of the humanitarian universe of the viability and de-
velopment of society, the state, the individual, becomes a
reflection of the main contradictions of the human com-
munity. And all of them, one way or another, are overcome
[1;5;13;16].

Thus, the purpose of this micro-study is the presenta-
tion of the socially significant role of a leader as a manager
in search of a humanitarian universe and to consider it in
the framework of new realities of modern society and in
terms of axiology strategy of continuing/recurrent profes-
sional education of a teacher.

Research materials and methods

The information space as a humanitarian universe
within a certain historical time is the most important fac-
tor in the formation of conscious human activity due to
the signification function of language and social commu-
nication. The collective language is the reality to which a
person is introduced during his life, in particular, through
education with the help of expressive means of natural
science and humanities knowledge. The language for a
person is a door to the continuum of the Universe that of-
fers him the dominant values and the meanings of a set of
words/thesaurus [1; 6; 7; 14], and through and within the
set of words a person starts to understand a historically
developed system of concepts of both native culture and
other cultures [6; 15-19].

This task is solved by each person, mastering the first,
native, language. The corresponding ability to see the
world through words remains forever, it is a necessary
component of the quality called reason. Moreover, a full-
fledged understanding of native culture is impossible
without familiarity with the culture and language of other
countries, since by studying the language of a particular
people, a person studies a historically developed system
of concepts through which he perceives reality, since cul-
ture is the ideal that performs a system-forming role for
the technology of social production [3; 7;13; 21].

The implementation of the strategy is to take into ac-
count and reflect all the most important regional, national
and global problems of our time, while simultaneously re-
quiring their translation from the philosophical language
into the language of concrete practical developments.
Therefore, today, more than ever before, it is important
to focus the efforts of the pedagogical community on ex-
panding the historical, ideological and scientific horizons
of young people [4-6; 16]. The value dominants define the
cultural code of previous generations to be realized by
modernity in their connection with the very appearance
and character of the past culture so that self-identifica-
tion and the search for their own dominants are carried
out in the field of meaningful landmarks with the energy
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of attraction or repulsion. Thus, the aim of science is to
formulate such laws of human activity that would help a
particular person to live with dignity, to be spiritually and
physically healthy. They must meet the following criteria:

- be holistic to describe complex processes;

- match the motivations of most people;

- contain empirical definitions;

« be able to predict and expand the total knowledge
[9-13].

Therefore, the authors see solutions and prospects of
the strategy and tactics of modern pedagogical education
in improving the methodological culture of the Head as a
leader in search of a humanitarian universe.

The scientific exposition of this study is based on crit-
ical analysis of literary sources on the target topic, as well
as a generalization of the results of regional pedagogical
practice in terms of expanding the boundaries of the rec-
reational environment of interaction of the participants
in search of a humanitarian universe. The environmental
and multifunctional aspects of socio-cultural and axiolog-
ical approaches are reflected in the s article. At the same
time, the basic methods include observation and search
experiment, statistical processing, design and modeling
the events and situations of communicative content. The
experimental search base is regional educational institu-
tions of different levels and types of Novosibirsk and the
Novosibirsk region.

The focus of the study is on the leadership qualities of
the head of an educational organization in solving the ur-
gent needs and challenges of society, the individual and
the state related to the search for a vector of development
and the design of the socio-cultural environment in terms
of leadership and stability of the humanitarian universe,
where domestic education occupies priority positions and
stimulates:

— Creation of a unified spiritual and moral space, a hu-
manitarian universe focused on productive interaction of
people of different linguistic traditions and culture prefer-
ences; this, in turn, will help human society to survive in
the future.

— Actualization of issues of self-preservation of a hu-
man beings in the society.

— Problematization of moral and intellectual self-im-
provement of a personality.

— System adaptation of the individual to rapidly
changing living conditions and its introduction to cultural
values within interaction and language communication.

The target methodological concepts of current phi-
losophy of education becomes really reasonable, and
provides, according to modern researchers, the idea that
the principals/heads of different levels are to become a
leader when initiating the architectonics of strategy and
tactic innovations within the event-based socio-cultural
space of a particular educational organization. The gener-
alization of regional humanitarian practices in terms of the
target problem of the functions of a leader in search of a
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humanitarian universe and the Concept Sphere of the role
as a leader in modeling the integration space covers the
aspects of creating a corpus of value-oriented events to
expand the boundaries of the Universe. The authors’mod-
el based on three concepts — substantive, technological
and criteria-based, allow to promote the harmonization of
the humanitarian universe.

The first concept revealing the meaningful multi-facet
integrative model, which is strategically significant, results
in generalizing the experience of cooperation between
the state authorities, educational institutions, special-
ized organizations, non-governmental organizations in
the field of promoting the employment of students and
graduates and developing proposals for its improvement.
The humanities university is considered as a start up for
the implementation of the head’s functionality as an or-
ganizer and inspirer of its renewal within the framework
of the national project “Education’, which has an extensive
network of interaction between the regions of the country
and within regional project sites.

The head, taking a leading position in this process, is
a professional of the pedagogical community of the ed-
ucational organization — the rector of the university /
institute of additional professional education of the teach-
er, the director of the school, the head teacher, the class
teacher, the mentor of the young, etc. A professional who
knows the situation within his professional competence as
a participant of organizing the practices is to assist young
specialists in adapting to the labor market, especially in a
situation of uncertainty in a chaotically developing global-
izing world.

The leader is characterized by promising and prospec-
tive thinking, that allows to ensure the start of professional
formation; increase the value / significance of professional
knowledge in the labor market; based on the study of the
basic readiness of graduates for work, to provide condi-
tions for increasing their competitiveness, taking into ac-
count the requirements of employers in the aspect of digi-
tal transformation of companies and industry; to promote
the importance of public organizations and organizations
of continuous professional corporate education in the de-
velopment of personal potential as an important factor of
personal maturity in the space of industrial practices; to
promote partnership in the system of educational orga-
nizations — employer; interaction of universities in terms
of additional professional identification of students (col-
leges, universities, specialized institutes).

This ensures the content technology/efficacy of the
main corpus of events of the socio-cultural spaces of the
humanitarian universe, where a person, his personal and
professional competencies (educational and communica-
tive) in the Technopark of pedagogical competencies are
significant for the innovative design at the regional level.
So, the first trend concerns the leaders’ orientation and
capacity towards continuity and leadership, integration of
the events, as well as a high level of methodological and

motivational readiness of the leader for transformation in
the professional environment where he is able to perform
his functional duties in the light of the principles of quali-
ty-based systems management.

The leading principles of the target system include
content/resource, instrumentality/ manufacturability, as
well as intellectual content of effective communicative
and/or dialogue interaction of the participants of the
project activity of novelty as tactics. The content of this
activity, forming the information and educational space
of its participants, depends on the sciences, arts and pro-
fessional skills of the nation, people, state and region, in
other words, cover the architectonics of the humanitarian
universe. The disputes most often relate to the content of
the humanitarian universe, i.e., they mean the creation of
humanitarian practices in the field of increasing the im-
portance of public education of a patriot and a citizen of
the Fatherland and professional pedagogical education
and additional professional training of mentors of various
levels in terms of mastering effective educational strate-
gies for interaction of the participants of the innovative
activities. Therefore, the virtual “round table” serves as a
platform for dialogue and interaction of those who are in-
terested in sharing experience to assist in the implemen-
tation of the leading function of a principal in search for a
humanitarian universe.

The second concept reveal the technological aspect of
the innovation activity of the humanitarian universe of the
late XX — early XXI century that is marked by the dom-
inant figure cultivated in almost the entire space of hu-
man existence. Predictable algorithms and matrices have
replaced subtle shades of meanings. There has emerged,
in fact, an unusual space for a person. But Humanity con-
tinues to move forward, but at the same time it moves for-
ward with its back, with a constant look at whether each
new fragment of life corresponds to the prescribed digital
formulas. Perhaps there is nothing wrong with these realia
to ensure the sustainability of life. However, such a way of
existence deprives a person of the opportunity to explore
the world around plunging into the abyss of paired corre-
spondences and historical algorithms.

The human language has not escaped this fate either.
Somehow, completely imperceptibly, deep studies of the
nature of the existence of a living human language were
replaced by works focused primarily on finding ways to
use language in everyday life. The most subtle mathemat-
ical calculation is being carried out whether a machine
can reproduce a particular semantic and stylistic order
that provides communication. Mathematicians give an
almost unambiguous answer: of course, it can. Thesau-
ruses, vector references, neural networks are products of
a talented mathematical mind. Sciences have managed
to identify these basic building blocks of the functional
existence of language and build on their basis ingenious
mechanisms that imitate living human speech in an al-
most flawless form, at least as far as well-regulated areas
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of human communication are concerned, office work,
law, logistics.

However, the questions asked by linguists to answer
mathematicians how it became possible that electronic
machines are able to reproduce human communication
code without relying on semantics, stylistics and syntax,
remains a blank spot for linguists. The field of research that
used to study human language as a natural product of hu-
man existence, possessing divine beauty and amazing po-
tential for self-development has not died. But in the light
of applied research, mathematical, it was pushed some-
where into the “shadows". Applied linguistics, in which the
term“linguistics’, in our opinion, is very conditional, all of a
sudden, began to mercilessly take away its research space
from classical linguistics.

At the same time, it is impossible to deny the pervasive
role of digital technologies. Technologies can help in the
development of textual analysis algorithms necessary for
the creation of artificial intelligence, neural networks and
user applications that allow to detect unique knowledge
contained in literary monuments, forms of representation
and historical evidence that can significantly enrich the
golden cultural fund of the nation and prevent unjustified
primitive of the cultural landscape of civilization due to
the imbalance of intellectual assessments of the signifi-
cance of classical works and literary monuments of coun-
tries and peoples.

The third concept reveals within the importance of ad-
ditional professional pedagogical education, the leading
role of the Head of advanced training institutes, Chairs
of departments and centers of professional excellence is
not disputed due to the high importance of those strat-
egy and tactic tasks set at the state level. Important deci-
sions taken at the regional and local levels are designed to
fully implement measures of national importance — the
creation and technological support of a unified scientific
and methodological space, where the software and meth-
odological support of the educational process plays an
important role, providing for operational understanding
and awareness of everyone’s responsibility for the results
in this information and content flow. The leadership qual-
ities of the manager are manifested in the ability to en-
sure productive communication at all levels of interaction,
harmonization in terms of the integration processes of the
humanitarian universe with the help of the most effective
strategies and tactics, which are based on language and
speech concepts of the presentation of strategic and tacti-
cal innovations at the local level — moving to an open ed-
ucational space, network interaction, experimental school
sites and professional centers, recreation technology, etc.,
where the current innovations are in the focus as school
trends-regional projects “Integration of language educa-
tion into subjects of Natural Sciences, Digitalization of the
educational process, Education of a multicultural person-
ality”, etc. [4-6]

To sum it up, we have to state that these three con-
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cepts closely connected to cognitions go along hand in
hand to cover the target system technology, and to high-
light the social and cultural leadership of educators and
national education system as a whole in the solution of
the problems of the youth education as patriots of the
country, and as is the case, in the realization of the prob-
lems of stability, balance of national culture, fostering fu-
ture leaders capable to make the most of language inter-
action and authentic communication of people of varied
culture customs and language traditions.

Results and conclusions

Thus, in case of offering a particular philosophy of ed-
ucation, the architectonics of strategy and tactic innova-
tions, leaders of different levels need to respond optimally,
meaningfully and significantly to the challenges of the so-
ciety, that “puts forward” its requirements to educational
systems, and often the latter come into conflict with what
is offered and exists in the school realities; in particular,
this concerns the idea of blurring positive guidelines, on
the one hand, as well as replacing authentic values with
false value dominants, on the other hand. As is the case,
the software version of the dominant value Model in
search of a humanitarian universe as a possible methodol-
ogy of axiology of leadership in national education in the
frames of this research is based on the statements focused
on the solution of the following urgent research tasks re-
ceived via the study and the critical analysis of the theory
and practice materials under consideration.

1. Neutralizing the consequences of digitalization of
the open information environment with all its pros and
cons, and using the attractive aspects of communication
civilization to preserve the positive aspects of the modern
educational paradigm at the regional level is a goal of cre-
ating a humanitarian universe.

2. Creating by the Leaders of different levels, regional
and local prerequisites (economic, professional, personnel
and scientific and methodological) for the actualization of
factors and conditions of modeling the humanitarian uni-
verse in the space of modern society is a priority.

3. Delivering the project of a professional development
environment of the humanitarian universe based on the
help of pedagogical and didactic design skills of teachers,
mentors and educators as leaders of different levels, is a
culture mission.

4. Using the target findings in search of humanization
and humanitarization of the professional pedagogical en-
vironment is to highlight and to develop the status of the
leaders of various levels.

Actual Aspects of Teaching Academic Writing in

Russian: Methodology and Technology (Based on
the Work Experience of Universities With Foreign
Postgraduate Students)

The relevance of this research is explained by the importance of studying the attitude of foreign postgraduate students
towards the teaching of authorial stance expression in order to develop a methodology for teaching foreign postgraduate
students to express an authorial stance in a scientific text. The research presents the results of an anonymous survey
conducted in April 2022 among 53 foreign postgraduate students studying at the universities in St. Petersburg. On
the basis of the survey, the difficulties encountered by foreign postgraduate students during the writing and reading
of a scientific text with the authorial stance expression were analyzed. The attitude of foreign postgraduate students
towards the proposed educational materials and methods of teaching the authorial stance expression in a scientific text
has been studied. The analysis of the survey data made it possible to establish that the teaching of foreign postgraduate
students to express the authorial stance did not receive sufficient attention in teaching academic writing in Russian. The
expediency of introducing the proposed educational materials and methods of teaching authorial stance expression
into the methodology for teaching foreign postgraduate students academic writing in Russian is substantiated.

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Additional Foreign Language Education for
Adults: Didactic Aspects

The article deals with the issues of increasing the level of foreign language competence of practitioners in the field of
tourism and hospitality. The growth of tourists in the region, including foreign ones, entails the need to increase the
level of their foreign language training. The purpose of the article: to present a didactic basis for the development of
content for additional foreign language education for workers in the regional tourism and hospitality sector. The meth-
odological basis of the study was the competence-based, regional and andragogical approaches. The authors used
theoretical and empirical research methods. Questionnaire and interviews were used as survey methods of research.
The objectives of the survey included: to identify the presence of problems in the professional activities of employees
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of the hotel industry that arise in the implementation of foreign language communication; find out the degree of their
satisfaction with the existing knowledge, skills and abilities in the field of foreign language education; determine the
need for additional courses for the development of foreign language competence; get acquainted with the proposals of
workers in the field of tourism and hospitality to improve the level of their foreign language competence. The results of
a survey of tourism and hospitality workers made it possible to identify problems that arise in the implementation of for-
eign language communication in the course of their professional activities, consider the feasibility of additional training
in a foreign (English) language, develop the basic principles for organizing additional foreign language education and
design a program to increase the level of foreign language competence of tourism workers and hospitality. The authors
formulated the basic principles of organizing foreign language education for adults: the principles of communication,
consciousness, activity, professionally oriented communication, the need and sufficiency of educational material, and
the game organization of learning. The conclusion contains conclusions about the feasibility of the projected English
language program for employees of the regional tourism and hospitality sector.

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This article continues a series of publications devoted to one of the urgent problems of modern education — the
organization and implementation of tutor support for students with disabilities. Its purpose is to describe the specifics
of tutor support for younger schoolchildren with autism spectrum disorders as the most specific group of students
with disabilities in terms of the heterogeneity of manifestations of developmental disorders and the arsenal of tutor
practices used. The article examines in detail the content aspects of the tutor’s activity depending on the individual
characteristics of the development of students with autism spectrum disorders at the level of primary general education.
A comparative description of the options for organizing and implementing the practice of working with tutors who
have predominant violations of behavior, communication and social orientation is given. The authors conclude both
about the unity and some differences in the professional activity of the tutor with these typological groups of students
with autism spectrum disorders at various stages of their support.

Improving Students’ Communicative Skills in
Additional Foreign Language Education

This article is devoted to the improvement of schoolchildren’s communicative and creative skills and abilities of in
the process of teaching a foreign language (FL) in the system of additional foreign language education. An important
direction of the circle work is the purposeful and conscious pupils’ improvement of speech skills and abilities in
the process of fulfilling special tasks in listening, speaking and reading. By their nature they may differ from those
traditionally used in the lessons of the FL, or complement and expand them. One of the tasks of the teacher is to
choose an appropriate direction, to implement the suggested club activities or, relying on them, to develop his own
methodology according to students’ experience and abilities in the system of additional foreign language education.

tatement of the problem in a general way and its
connection with important scientific and practi-
cal tasks. In modern conditions the role of addi-
tional education (AE) in the secondary schools
increased dramatically. In such classes students

improve their knowledge, skills and abilities, in particu-
lar in the field of a foreign language (FL) and foreign lan-
guage culture. They become convinced of its practical
importance in order to organize communication, acquire
additional foreign language information. In the system of
additional foreign language education (AFLE) students
use their free time to their advantage. This may be group
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school-wide activities in the language they are learning,
and such an instruction contributes to their self-knowl-
edge, self-assertion and self-expression. As a rule, addi-
tional classes in the FL bring together like-minded people,
enthusiastic about the subject, who want to consolidate
and improve their foreign language skills and participate
in collective foreign language activities.
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A significant role in this process is assigned to AFLE, in
which we believe it is most realistic to implement the cre-
ative development of linguistically gifted schoolchildren,
where systematic work with such students can be orga-
nized [8].

The institutions of AFLE, which received a powerful
impetus in their development over the past decade, now
accumulated a serious methodological base for teaching
students with linguistic abilities and willing to master the
educational material at a higher level.

The main specificity of the research problem is the in-
consistency of the content of education with the prescribed
Federal State Educational Standard (FSES), theoretical and
final practical point of view. There are special difficulties in
the implementation of curricula that prevent the achieve-
ment of the necessary results. This fact is confirmed by the
results of processing the survey of practicing teachers.

The analysis of recent studies and publications
which considered the aspects of this problem and on
which the author justifies; highlighting the unresolved
parts of the general problem previously.

Many scientists, educators and psychologists wrote and
are writing about the values of supplementary education
for schoolchildren and its developmental prospects, who
are reconsidering the importance of this system of educa-
tion in their research [5]. They include such famous figures
as: A. K. Brudnov, G. P. Budanova, O. S. Gazman, V. A. Gorsky,
A.Y. Zhurkina, N. F. Rodionova, E. V. Titova, A. B. Fomina and
others. As a social order of society, which is formed in such
laws as: the Federal Law “On Education of the Russian Fed-
eration’,“The Concept of Additional Education for Children’,
there defines a humanistic nature of education, where the
universal human values, human life and health, free devel-
opment of personality become a priority. As a consequence,
the phenomenon of additional education, which integrates
preschool general and professional educational spheres, is
a unique socio-pedagogical institution [4].

Methodology

The purpose of the article — consideration of the es-
sence of schoolchildren’s AFLE in order to improve their
communication skills.

Statement of the task. The article is an attempt to iden-
tify the functions and conditions of AFLEin teaching the
foreign language skills of schoolchildren in general as the
essential phenomenon of education. To develop effective
methodological recommendations that can be used in the
lessons of AFLE for teaching oral speech, identifying the
area of difficulties in implementing the requirements for
the formation and improvement of students’communica-
tive skills.

Methods, techniques and technologies used in the

The research was carried out on the basis of the fol-
lowing educational institutions: Lyceum N2 44 of Lipetsk,
school “Intellect” of Usman, Lipetsk region, the “Center of
additional education “Strategy” of Lipetsk, the “Center for
Gifted Children” of Lipetsk region, schools in Elets (Lyceum
Ne 5, Secondary School N2 10 with profound study of sep-
arate subjects, Secondary Schools N2 8, 12, General Educa-
tion School N2 15, Gymnasium N2 11, 97, Gymnasium “Al-
ternative’, “Orthodox Gymnasium named after St. Tikhon
Zadonsky”), Secondary School N2 2 of Zadonsk Lipetsk
region. The experiment involved 640 schoolchildren and
78 foreign language teachers. The duration of the exper-
iment was 5 years.

At the forming stage of the experiment a survey of the
English teachers was conducted. The difficulties identified
a lack of the necessary tools for monitoring and observing
the process of improving students’communicative skills in
AFLE.

The main methods were: the Raven’s Progressive Ma-
trices technique, L. Michelson’s communication skills
test; the Toulouse-Pieron test, the “I am a leader” test
(E. S . Fyodorov and O. V. Eremin methodology, modified
by T. A. Mironova); and specially developed standardized
observation tables for the subject teacher.

Additional language classes (in our case, a language
club) are not regulated by the curriculum. This opens up
unlimited opportunities for a research activity of a foreign
language teacher and the improvement of his/her meth-
odological skills. The very preparation and carrying out the
lessons in AFLE helps to check how correctly the hypoth-
esis and assumptions of the teacher are. This work shows
how effective are the forms, methods and techniques,
practical and educational importance of the materials de-
veloped by him (texts in a FL, situations for language and
role-play games, visual aids) and how they influence the
formation of the learner’s personality [7].

In terms of the content and structure the circle lessons
are much the same as the lesson of a FL, compared to all
other types of extracurricular work in the subject, but they
do not duplicate it. To some extent they are an interme-
diate link between the lesson of a FL and various forms
of extracurricular activities. The structure and the content
of lessons take into account the fact that students came
to them after a hard day’s work. They need a little rest, to
switch to new activities.

In the school practice a combined type of the club is
very popular. In such additional classes students are en-
gaged in various activities: playing, learning poems and
songs, discussing texts they read, watching films in the FL,
publishing wall newspapers, dramatizing dialogues, stag-
ing plays. Students learn to write letters in a FL, prepare
extracurricular activities, etc [1].

Such club work is economical and effective, it creates a
unified system of the educational and extracurricular work
on the subject “A foreign language”
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In the work of AFLE the teacher and students need to
develop and follow certain rules governing their activities.
Basically, classes are held once a week according to the
schedule included in the general school curriculum. The
number of students in the club depends largely on the di-
rection of its work. If the main goal of the extracurricular
activities is to improve the students’ speaking skills of only
10 to 12 students may participate in them.

The first lesson is usually devoted to acquaintance. The
teacher explains to the students what they will do, tries to
identify their level of language skills and interests. He asks
about their friendship in the FL and motives that made
them join the club. The goals, the characteristics of the stu-
dents, the school, the personality of the teacher and the
level of his/her pedagogical skills largely determine the
structure of additional classes and their content.

Types of activities in the classes of the club change de-
pending on the stages of the study of the FL. In the 5-6th
grades students mostly do model exercises, participate in
guided dialogues, master reading technique, work on lis-
tening to small texts based on the studied speech materi-
al. The main task of a FL teacher is to create the necessary
basis for expanding students’ communicative abilities in
the subject [4].

In the grades of 7-9" students are passionately en-
gaged in a variety of activities in which they become fa-
miliar with the country of the target language and actively
participate in FL speech learning. The discussed language
situations are in many ways close to real life conditions.
The acquisition of a FL by students in AFLE forms a lot of
children’s cognitive interests, which contributes to the
spiritual formation of the personality.

With the appropriate training, high school students are
interested in discussing the books and films they read, com-
paring the events and characters with those they already
know. They establish cause-and-effect connections, explain
the actions of the characters by the circumstances of their
lives. The professional orientation of the study of the FL also
attracts many students. In this regard, a special role is as-
signed to reading texts of different functional styles.

It is possible to teach students to abstract and anno-
tate understandable technical texts. Students learn selec-
tively to translate the literature on various specialties with
adictionary. At the additional lessons in the language club
the teacher pays a special attention to the organization of
speech communication, because for high school students
it is very important to be able to form their statements.
Pupils’ speech should not be primitive.

In the process of organizing their club the teacher
should take into account a number of leading incentives
that encourage students to attend additional classes in
the FL. So, in grades of 5-6 the children are “infected” by
the novelty of the subject, a variety and excitement of
forms and activities. In the 7-9* grades pupils learn new
interesting information about the country of the target
language, its history, customs and traditions.
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In grades of 10-11 students have not only an interest
in the country of the target language but also professional
interests. AFLE gives them an opportunity to acquire the
knowledge, abilities and skills they need in their chosen
profession. In the club students learn the information that
will be useful for them in mastering other subjects. In the
lessons in the club students communicate with their peers
with interest. The personality of the teacher is the leader of
the club, it is a good example for them to follow. The prac-
tical importance of acquiring FL skills in AFLE is increased
by the direct and feedback connection to the learning pro-
cess. The teacher of a FL tries to organize the work in the
club in such a way that thematic lessons complement and
deepen the materials of the lesson of a FL. In this form of
study the vocabulary and grammar of the target language
are assimilated more firmly, because there is a connection
with the students'life and their need for communication is
stimulated [7].

Here is an example of a possible variant of planning a
circle class, based on the topic studied in the program.

Topic: Customs and traditions of the English-Speaking
country.

Class 1.

1. Acquaintance with a new vocabulary.

2. Watching a video on the topic.

3. Preview reading of the suggested texts with the fo-
cus on choosing the most interesting descriptions of cus-
toms and traditions of the people of the target language
for the purpose of their further dramatization.

4. Learning ritual songs and dances.

5. Dramatization of texts and performance of songs
and dances.

Class 2.

1. Students tell about the customs and traditions of
the country of the target language, they demonstrate
their illustrative material.

2. The rehearsal of scenes reflecting some of the cus-
toms and traditions.

3. Quiz“What does it mean?” (Students are shown dif-
ferent pictures, objects and drawings. Their task is to guess
which customs and traditions are reflected in the picture,
they should tell briefly about them, name the items pre-
sented, etc.)

4. A collective learning of a ritual song [2].

Classes in AFLE system should be different from the
regular lessons of a FL, their form is mostly non-traditional.
For example, if students revise the language material and
speech structures on the topic “Sports’, the teacher can of-
fer the children to work out in the school gym or on the
playground. The students perform a series of appropriate
movements to the music of a sports march as well as to the
presenter’s command. The leading pupil organizes a sports
competition which is commented by “foreign reporters”.
The students interview the participants about the compe-
tition and ask them questions in a FL about their sporting
achievements and interests and how well they know about
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sports in their native country and in the country of the tar-
get language and in the world. The teacher can conclude
with some fun games using sports terminology.

As one of the options it is possible to conduct an ex-
cursion in the target language in the school yard, in the
garden, where the vocabulary is reinforced and conversa-
tional skills are developed on such topics as “School’, “My
Working Day’, “Seasons”.

The children like to play role games “Having tea’, “Hap-
py birthday’, “Preparing for a holiday”in the school cafete-
ria, where everyone is invited [3].

Thanks to the right choice of lessons of the club, the
interior of the language classroom creates a natural back-
ground for speech communication of the students, stimu-
lates their speech activity, and relieves fatigue after all the
lessons. At the classes of AFLE we organize preparatory
work for mass events in the language studied, for open
classes with invitations to all comers.

Conclusions of the study. Based on the results ob-
tained the conclusions are made about the level of de-
velopment of students’ communicative skills, as well as its
heterogeneous development. In order to compile a set of
measures an analysis of teaching materials on the role of
teaching assignments aimed at teaching oral speech was
carried out. Methods, techniques and technologies for
implementing the requirements of AFLE to improve stu-
dents’ communication skills were selected, the criteria for
the selected tools to monitor the quality of development
of these skills were determined.

The final result was the creation of an annual plan for
the formation and development of communicative skills
in the classes of AFLE for teaching oral speech according
to the program using the online service Miro.

The methods, techniques, and approaches chosen for
the set of measures were applied in relation to the course
of the learning process over 5 years.

A comparison of baseline and outcome data suggests
the following conclusions:

— the students with initially high scores slightly in-
creased the level of development of communication skills
(by 7 % on average);

— the students with initially average or low scores in-
creased the level of development of communication skills
by an average of 18 %;

— the level of communicative, regulatory, and cogni-
tive abilities changed by 12 %, 17 %, and 9 %, respectively.

When analyzing the initial and final data obtained, we
can conclude that the annual plan for the development
of communicative skills is aimed at the average and weak
students. In addition, all the participants of the experiment
had positive dynamics of the level of development of com-
municative skills. Thus, the created annual set of measures
was experimentally confirmed and can be successfully
used by the teachers of English to supplement the working
program on the subject and during the preparation of les-
sons on teaching oral communication in AFLE [6].

In conclusion, it is worth noting that, with a systematic
approach of the teacher to the task of developing com-
municative skills, there is an opportunity to create a basic
foundation for further students’ effective self-develop-
ment and self-education.

All this closely connects the system of AFLE with the
whole system of extracurricular work on the subject “A
foreign language’, which is given a certain practical rele-
vance.

Prospects for further research in this direction.
At the same time it seems promising to continue the re-
search in such areas as the development of theoretical
foundations for training, retraining and advanced training
of teachers of foreign languages for work with linguistical-
ly gifted schoolchildren in the system of AFLE.

Optimization of Teaching Lower Classes of
Children's Arts School to Play the Accordion

The article is devoted to one of the important problems - increasing the motivation for learning in children. The author,
summarizing her own experience, proposes pedagogical techniques and methods that help to increase the motivation
of primary art school pupils.

The tendency in modern music pedagogy: the activation of musical and aesthetic education process is due to the
paramount role of creativity in understanding the world, the need for comprehensive personal development, child’s
natural activity, requiring creative functioning, close and familiar from childhood. The creative process trains and
develops memory, thinking, activity, observation, logic, intuition, purposefulness. Creativity gives birth to vivid
imagination in a child.

The relevance of the given topic lies in the fact that any children’s art school teacher in their practice is faced with the
problem of motivating students, as well as the problem of reduced motivation and interest to the instrument at the
beginning of training, to the accordion in particular.

In connection with the change in the status of children’s art schools, there has also been a partial decrease in the
understanding among parents and children of the importance of attending a children’s art school as an educational
institution, where the learning process itself is of systematic character and requires students’ perseverance and activity.
An urgent need to search for new approaches and teaching methods to increase students’interest in learning and their
level of motivation has arisen.

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Formal-logical Method in the Presentation of Some
Questions of Higher Algebra

The course of higher mathematics at technical universities is reduced annually due to the reduction of the time allotted
for the development of its program.

The use of more effective teaching methods can only partially compensate for these losses. Especially depressing is the
loss of the opportunity to bring proofs of even the simplest statements and theorems in the course of mathematics.

If, as R. Kronecker said, definitions are the soul of mathematics, then its beauty lies in the impeccable application of
logic, and the driving forces and its very life are in the ideas of proofs.

Due to the introduction of distance learning, the possibility of investigating the effectiveness of newly proposed
teaching methods by statistical methods has also been lost. Indirectly, this leads to ignoring the psychological, cognitive
features of the contingent, to refusing to take into account the features of memory, intuition, associativity of thinking.
Studying mathematics without proving its claims can cause a student of a technical university to be disgusted with it.
The question of applying logical rules of inference is not simple, since modern mathematical logic differs significantly
from the logic of the times of Euler, especially Aristotle. The evidence may be different, more or less acceptable for this
contingen.

All modern mathematics consists of fragments that include an algebraic structure and predicate logical calculus, which
allows one true statement on a fragment to build others that are also true. The categorical apparatus used (predicative
part of the algebraic structure) it can be modified, which can make it easier for students to perceive. The meaning of the
phrase “simplicity of perception”is subjective, has not been studied in cognitive psychology, but this does not become
less important in practical teaching.

In the course of higher algebra at the Technical University, one of the most difficult questions is the concept of the
determinant of a square matrix, the definition of which can be descriptive or recursive. The first is more natural and
allows you to make some simple statements about the determinant, the second is convenient for calculating the
determinant, but it makes it difficult to prove its properties.t.

The author managed to find an analogue of the Kronecker symbol for determining the sign of the product of matrix
elements, invariant with respect to the permutation of elements in the product, the sum of which is the determinant.
This led to an obvious simplification of the proof of almost all the properties of the determinant and made their
understanding quite accessible to a student of a technical university.

The author points out a number of problematic fragments of mathematics taught at technical universities, so that the
work will continue, and its effectiveness can be checked by statistical methods.

At the same time, the approach has no obvious applicability, if only because the issue of easy assimilation of logically
related material has not been considered in cognitive psychology, and the search for an optimal system of definitions
does not have a clear logical orientation.

The proposed approach is not trivial, its effectiveness can be verified by statistical methods, which is not yet possible due
to the remote learning system. The proposed approach can be developed by applying it to other similar problematic
fragments.

Perhaps, in the process of finding solutions to similar problems, there will be a general method for finding the optimal
system of definitions that simplifies learning, understanding and assimilation of similar material.

Material Adaptation and Scaffolding Strategies
as an Integral Part of a Clil Framework

The Content and Language Integrated Learning methodology, where content is taught by means of a foreign language,
can become one of the options for solving the problem of reducing the hours allocated for teaching a foreign language
in universities. However, the analysis of the psychological and pedagogical features of Content and Language Integrated
learning indicates an increase in the cognitive load, both on students and teachers. To reduce the cognitive load and
effectively implement this methodology at the university level, it is advisable to adapt teaching materials, as well as to
use scaffolding strategies, which aim to provide help for students while they are studying until they gain the autonomy
needed to fulfil educational tasks.

The article focuses on the description of the theoretical preparation and practical implementation of the educational
module of the “Fundamentals of personal and communicative culture” discipline held with the use of the Content and
Language Integrated Learning methodology at non-linguistic faculties. The article presents the results of a survey
carried out among the participants of the experiment held at Novosibirsk State Technical University. The purpose of
the survey was to discover whether material adaptation and scaffolding strategies contribute to learning efficiency. The
findings indicate that students positively assessed the implementation of Content and Language Integrated Learning,
which was facilitated by the adaptation of the material to the level of students’ language proficiency, as well as the use
of scaffolding strategies that helped reduce cognitive load.

1. Introduction

Teaching foreign languages is an integral part of get-
ting a university education. Unfortunately, today we have
to admit that tertiary education faces an inevitable reduc-
tion in the hours allocated for teaching English. However,
it is still essential to meet the requirements of the Federal
Educational Standards, where it is stated that according to
Basic (Universal) Competence-4 a bachelor is supposed to
be able to display good oral and written communication
skills [6]. Innovative foreign language teaching approach-
es can be seen as an answer to the problem of reduction.
One of them is Content and Language Integrated Learn-
ing (CLIL) which is defined as “a dual-focused educational
approach in which an additional language is used for the
learning and teaching of both content and language” [5,
p. 11. In spite of the fact that this approach is widespread
and effectively used all over the world, it imposes many
challenges on teachers in terms of selecting and adapting
learning materials[3; 9; 15]. The article aims to explore ap-
proaches for adapting and scaffolding CLIL materials used
during the experiment at Novosibirsk State Technical Uni-
versity

2. Theoretical framework

As a matter of fact, CLIL materials are different from
materials found in ELT course books[7]. It is explained by
the fact that CLIL is a complex, dual-focused approach,
that is why CLIL materials are selected with a focus on
the subject content. The subject content is the priority
while preparing materials for the lessons. According to Pat
Moore, there are three options for how CLIL teachers can
prepare CLIL materials:

1) produce their own original materials from scratch;

2) employ ‘undiluted’ authentic materials;

3) adapt authentic materials in line with their teaching
goals[12, p. 28].

However, Kay Bently suggests one more option which
implies translation from the L1 curriculum. All the options
above have their advantages and disadvantages and each
teacher chooses their own way, depending on the aims of
teaching.

Let us examine the techniques of how authentic ma-
terials can be adjusted. For example, Key Bentley suggests
working at different text levels: text level, sentence level
and word level.

o At the text level, it is possible to use visual organiz-
ers or make a text layout more clear.

e Atthe sentence level, it is possible to include defini-
tions or short explanations.

e At the word level, it is advisable to highlight key
words or add thesaurus [2].

As it is clear from the suggestions above, a CLIL teach-
er is supposed to provide students with guidance and
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support. The idea of support is also called “scaffolding”
This term was first coined by D. Wood, J. Bruner, and G.
Ross. They described scaffolding as the support given to
a younger learner by an older, more experienced adult
[Wood]. Obviously, the concept of ‘scaffolding’ parallels
the concept of the “zone of proximal development” (ZPD)
— one of the most striking and fundamental concepts of
L.S. Vygotsky. Vygotsky himself defines the ZPD as “the
distance between the actual developmental level as de-
termined by independent problem solving and the level
of potential development as determined through prob-
lem solving under adult guidance or in collaboration with
more capable peers”[14, p. 86]. Professor James Lantolph,
whose name is closely associated with the development
of Vygotsky’s sociocultural paradigm concerning the study
of foreign languages, defines the ZPD as “the framework,
par excellence, which brings all of the pieces of the
learning setting together — the teacher, the learn-
er, their social and cultural history, their goals and
motives, as well as the resources available to them,
including those that are dialogically constructed
together” [1, p. 468]. However, for such interaction to
be effective, the assistance provided by the more knowl-
edgeable member must be adjusted to the ZPD of the less
knowledgeable partner. In the literature, this temporary
help provided by an expert to a beginner is metaphorical-
ly called scaffolding [8].

Basically, scaffolding strategies can be applied to any
learning situation, regardless of students’ age, abilities or
subjects they learn. The key idea of scaffolding which is
viewed in building students’ autonomy is supported by
different scientists. For instance, Cambridge University
professor Neil Mercer sees the main goal of using the scaf-
folding strategy in transferring responsibility for the task
to the student [16].

The idea of scaffolding is fundamental in CLIL and im-
plies the idea of constant interaction between teachers
and students. There are several characteristic features of
scaffolding formulated by Mehisto, Marsh and Frigols:

e itis temporary, not permanent;

e it helps activate prior knowledge and analyze it;

e it pushes students’understanding further than they
could do without it [11].

There are many types of scaffolding strategies imple-
mentation, we list some of them that can be used in the
classroom [2, p. 691:

e Creating interest among learners

¢ Dividing tasks into smaller ones

e Providing assistance before, during and after the
assignment

e Use of visual images and realia

e Task demonstration (modelling)

e Use of glossaries, tables, examples

e Feedback on the work of the student.

Apart from working on language and content, a CLIL
course should also work on learning skills, just as in any
other course. In relation to language competencies, the
language level should be adjusted to the subject curric-
ulum, and the subject difficulty should be adapted to the
language curriculum [13].

3. Methods and context of research

The article aims to report the results of the experiment
held at Novosibirsk State Technical University in 2021. The
aim of the experiment was to analyze how well CLIL ma-
terials had been adapted and what scaffolding strategies
helped students to succeed in CLIL lessons. 251 first-yeast
undergraduate students of automation and computer
science faculty took part in classes of the “Fundamentals
of personal and communicative culture” discipline which
were held with the implementation of CLIL. Question-
naires were used as data collection tools before and after
intervention with the CLIL methodology.

4. Results and discussion

Before the experiment, we tested the students’level of
English and discovered that 67% of the students possess
an average B1 CEFR and above [4].

During the classes, 4 issues were tackled: Information
Space, Transhumanism, Personal Identity, Futurology in
Cinematography and Literature. The material selection
was conducted under the supervision of a PhD in Cultur-
al Studies. First, the material was selected in Russian, ap-
proved and translated into English. Scientific articles, In-
ternet resources and books on Cultural Studies were used.
While translating, we were simplifying the texts, making
them more clear and more comprehensible for B1 level.
We avoided complex grammatical structures and academ-
ic vocabulary.

According to Key Bently’s suggestions, some text ad-
aptations at different levels were implemented. Among
them are visual organizers, clear layout, tables, key words
highlighting. The texts were sent to students before class-
es so that they could prepare presentations and be able
to discuss and answer the questions. It is worth mention-
ing that it was students who presented the material to the

class. At the end of the course, the students were asked
the questions to what extent the material was compre-
hensive and clear (see table 1)

Having analyzed the data above, we can conclude that,
in general, students rarely had difficulties understanding
the material. However, it is noteworthy that many students
noted the complexity of the presentation language used
by their groupmates. This fact may be due to a number
of reasons: fuzzy/incorrect pronunciation, incorrect into-
nation, lack of skills in selecting lexical and grammatical
means corresponding to the level of most students and
lack of experience in speaking English.

Besides presentations, there were discussions of the
given issues. To maintain effective work, we prepared
handouts with tasks that were supported by visuals and
tables for deeper understanding. Students were orga-
nized into groups where they could discuss the questions
and complete the tasks. Some of the tasks were modelled
so that students were able to comprehend better what
to do. Sometimes the students required some hints to go
forward. However, we deliberately did not supply the en-
tire solution or detailed instructions. As a matter of fact,
the students demonstrated engagement in fulfilling the
tasks and taking part in the discussions. At the end of the
course, all the participants were asked whether scaffold-
ing strategies had been helpful and useful (see fig. 1).

As it is clear from the figure the students noted that
the teacher’s tips were the most useful. This fact was high-
ly expected. It is worth mentioning that the students as-
sessed the groupwork very positively. This type of work
contributes to the development of communication skills
and also distributes the psychological overload associated
with the fulfilment of the task among all group members.
The group members with advanced language skills could
clarify things that were not fully understood by those with
a lower level of English, so almost all students participat-
ed in the discussion and task fulfilment. Demonstration
(modelling) allowed all the students, regardless of their
level of language proficiency, to actively participate in the
work or try to complete some of the tasks. The students
also assessed this strategy highly, as it possible to organize
dynamic work in the classroom.

5. Conclusion

In conclusion, we would like to emphasize the com-
plexity of a CLIL approach and underline the fact that it
requires many competencies and much preparation from
a teacher. However, this article is focused on material ad-
aptation and scaffolding strategies which are only some of
the things a CLIL teacher should bear in mind. As our re-
search revealed proper material selection and adaptation
can lead to positive information perception in a foreign
language. At the same time, scaffolding strategies pro-
vide better understanding, motivation and engagement.
The use of them reduces cognitive and psychological load
and helps gain positive learning results. It is believed that
further study of a CLIL approach in Novosibirsk State Tech-
nical University will help contribute to the CLIL theoretical
framework and expand the potential of scaffolding strat-
egies.

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How the Philosophy of Education by Jean
Jacques Russo’s Correlates With the Ideas of
Naturalism

The article analyzes the philosophical and pedagogical concepts of the French philosopher, teacher and writer of the 18th
century Jean Jacques Rousseau. His contribution to Western education lies in the fact that for the first time in the history
of pedagogical thought, he placed the theory of age-related education of children at the center of the philosophical and
educational system. In this theory he developed the ideas of naturalism and thus eliminated everything that interfered
with the natural development of the child.

The purpose of the study is to solve the following problems through the prism of the philosophical and pedagogical
concepts of Jean-Jacques Rousseau. First, to reveal the essence of his age-related educational theory and trace its
evolution. Secondly, to analyze how the philosophical and pedagogical theory of age education by Jean-Jacques Rousseau
is connected with educational ideas. Thirdly, to clarify in what sociocultural conditions his age-related philosophy of
education was formed and what influence it had on Western European and Russian education. Guided by this approach,
philosophical and pedagogical research rises to the level of metascientific synthesis and solves the set tasks.
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Theoretical and methodological problems of the age education of children, developed by Jean-Jacques Rousseau, have
been repeatedly considered in Russian pedagogical science, but not always carried out according to the original texts
of the author. The novelty of the study is due to the fact that the analysis of the philosophical and pedagogical concepts
of Jean-Jacques Rousseau was carried out on the basis of Russian and Western sources, which give us a holistic view
of the educational system of Europe in the late 18th - early 19th centuries. In conclusion, a conclusion is made about
the relevance of the age-related philosophy of education by Jean-Jacques Rousseau and his contribution to modern

pedagogy.

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Digital Technologies for the Inclusion of Children
With Disabilities

The objective is to analyze the importance of the role of the teacher in the inclusion of children with disabilities and
the need for their emancipation, to overcome accessibility gaps with more effective assistance to avoid educational
segregation and achieve equitable and inclusive educational environments. An emancipated teacher is one who has
control over the various pedagogical and technological resources, is capable of producing values and knowledge that go
beyond the simple transmission of knowledge, producing realities, new contexts and conditions of learning and human
development, today, facilitated and empowered with digital technologies, in conditions of justice and equality. The
methodology corresponds to the qualitative narrative systematic review, for which the document analysis technique
was used. There is a clear diagnosis of the need for teacher training to respond to the demands for inclusion, in a context
of omnipresence of the digital environment. Therefore, the permanent challenge is to assume learning about various
technologies for inclusive education, through self-training and collaborative training among peers. We have to place
students at the center of educational models and promote accessibility with various applications and technological
resources. We suggest a set of applications for people with learning, hearing, vision and mobility problems, most of
them available in Portuguese. Having assistive technology available can make the difference between participation and
marginalization for students with diverse educational needs.

INTRODUCTION

Educational institutions closed their doors due to the
crisis caused by Covid-19 and continued education with
the help of information and communication technologies,
in most countries of the world. Before this pandemic pe-
riod, many of them and governments around the world
were adopting pedagogical modalities with technologies.
We had already verified that several authors, for almost
20 years, they have been identifying the contributions of
digital technologies in education and the integration of
face-to-face and online spaces, hybrid education, as a new
normality, a new traditional model of teaching, expanding
education to the digital environment and integrating dig-
ital technologies in the school [2].

The needs and experiences lived during this period of
emergency remote education are accelerating the use of
digital technologies in the teaching and learning process-
es, which sets a historical context for education around the
world. From the introduction of new tools in this pandem-
ic context, uncertainties were generated about access and
connectivity confirmed by Green, Burrow; Carvalho (2020)
the expansion of learning and the clear decrease in the
academic work of students identified in various latitudes
by Johnson, Veletsianos; Seaman (2020) and Flores; Gago
(2020). That is why we are rethinking education, education
with technology.

We can improve and transform education with tech-
nologies, increasing accessibility with more effective as-
sistance to avoid educational segregation and achieve
equitable and inclusive educational environments. Each
institution can configure its scenarios and its educational
models with the technologies that already has and with
those available that it does not yet use, with the appro-
priate policies, with the technological and pedagogical
support for its teachers and the digital literacy of directors,
teachers and students. We have to place students at the
center of educational models, promote accessibility with
various applications and technological resources, many of
them available for free, as we will see in this work.

This pandemic has highlighted the importance and
role of the teacher as a mediator of learning, designer of
resources and learning situations, as well as curator of ed-
ucational resources. Curation is a process by which con-
tent is searched, filtered, modified, analyzed and distrib-
uted on a specific topic that comes from various sources
found on the web; also, integrate the selection of techno-
logical solutions that contribute to inclusion. We want to
reaffirm the importance of the teacher, which is endorsed
by the robust research of Hattie [7], of more than 15 years
after carrying out more than 900 meta-analyses that en-
compass more than 60,000 investigations and more than
240 million students.
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We know that technology amplifies our pedagogical
intentionality and the possibilities of our students, there-
fore, in the perspective of Puentedura [12], we can move in
the use of technologies from improving what we already
do without them (replacing and increasing), towards
transforming (modify and redefine), since technologies al-
low the creation of new learning activities, without them
inconceivable. Understanding the possibilities of technol-
ogies for the personal, social and political emancipation
of teachers and students, as Freire indicated more than
fifty years ago that the technical-scientific training is not
antagonistic to the humanistic training of men, as long as
science and technology are at the service of their perma-
nent liberation, of their humanization [6, p. 90].

To carry out the study, we carried out a critical reading
of a deliberate selection of texts, in which the documenta-
ry analysis technique was used, which provides retrospec-
tive information on a phenomenon, situation or program,
based on a planned and systematic activity [9], that is, a
qualitative narrative systematic review methodology. As
we will see below, we extracted the information derived
from institutional studies and conceptual frameworks
that lead us to conclude what is stated in the following
sections. This analysis made it possible to identify, in inter-
national and national documents, what are the conditions,
demands and opportunities of digital technologies for the
inclusion of children with disabilities.

EMANCIPATION, INCLUSIVE EDUCATION AND IN-
EQUALITY

Emancipation as a human capacity is achieved and
maintained in practice (praxis), in the creation of new
realities. This transformation of reality is a historical task
[6], which requires, psychologically speaking, according
to Adorno [1], the will of each particular individual to be
autonomous, that is, emancipated. This autonomy has in-
dividual and collective facets. The professionally emanci-
pated teacher is capable of producing values and knowl-
edge that go beyond the simple transmission of knowl-
edge, producing realities, new contexts and conditions of
learning and human development, today, facilitated and
potential with technologies, in conditions of justice and
equality. Emancipation must be inserted in thought and
also in educational practice.

The technological context in which we live is a natu-
ral human evolution, it is part of our interconnected hu-
man potentialities through collective intelligence [10],
therefore, emancipation cannot be interpreted as the
achievement of an individual professional right, but as the
construction of connections between the performance
of professional practice and the broader social context,
which must also be transformed. Education for experience
is identical to education for emancipation.

An emancipated teacher is one who has control over
the various pedagogical and technological resources that
are available to be used in education. Emancipation is the
ability to deal with the particularities of each of the stu-
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dents and provide, in a planned manner, a meaningful,
equitable and inclusive teaching and learning process. The
emancipated teacher has the ability to innovate in their
practice and does not stop at routine resources, explores
and learns autonomously and collaboratively to use new
resources and technological applications for inclusive ed-
ucation.

UNESCO [16, p .68] indicates that inclusive educa-
tion must ensure that all teachers are able to teach all
students. Inclusion is not possible unless each teacher
acts as an agent of change, with values, knowledge and
attitudes that allow each student to achieve the learning
objectives

The commitment of teachers and their satisfaction
is directly related to the expectations of success and re-
sponse of the students, that the effect of their efforts has
a positive impact on the performance of the students, as
Simdes confirms in their research; Ferrdo [6], Borup; Ste-
vens [4], among other authors. Furthermore, Tirkoglu et
al. [15], There is a positive relationship between teach-
er self-efficacy in relation to work and student response
and job satisfaction. The quality of relationships between
teachers and students also has an impact on the well-be-
ing of teaching staff and their sense of work [16].

Although teachers have initial professional training and
countless ongoing training activities, “The entrenched view
that there are students who have deficiencies, do not have
the capacity to learn or are incapable in general, sometimes
makes it difficult for teachers to understand that the learn-
ing capacity of each student is unlimited” [16, p. 68].

The possibility of mobilizing skills to use technologies
efficiently and effectively, Beaunoyer; Dupéré; Guitton [3]
identify four factors that are affecting: technical means
(the quality of the equipment that can be accessed, both
in terms of hardware and software as well as the power
and reliability of the Internet connection); autonomy of
use (where the technology is accessed, and perceived
freedom to use it as desired); social support networks (as-
sistance from other experienced users); and experience
(time dimension that allows people to be sufficiently fa-
miliar with the technology to retain the benefits of its use).
Furthermore, Hincapie et al. [8] in their study identify the
difficulties of making inclusive education a reality for peo-
ple with disabilities.

We know of the need for progress in the initial training
of teachers so that it is adequate to provide the capacities
for permanent emancipation for inclusive education. Ini-
tial teacher training should provide conceptual subsidies
so that they have access to the knowledge that will guide
them practice, since there is no practice that is not based
on a theory. Inclusive approaches, rather than a topic for
specialists, should be a basic component of the general
preparation of teaching staff.

In the same way, teachers advance in our continuing
education, exercising self-training in the perspective of
solving the needs of students, deploying our emancipato-

ry autonomy to access technology and perceived freedom
to use it.

There are a large number of applications that help in
the learning process, and particularly for children with dis-
abilities. Many of them are available in various languag-
es, several of them free. Most are available in the Google
and Apple repositories, can be downloaded and installed
to interact with them and learn how to use them. Many
of their developers have forums on their websites to help
and support users.

TECHNOLOGIES FOR INCLUSIVE EDUCATION

The traditional model of educational segregation due
to particularities or disabilities of the students is being
abandoned and is giving way to a comprehensive and
inclusive education, where schools must focus on equal
rights and opportunities for all their students.

The UNIR (2020) indicates that inclusion should not
only focus on students with special educational needs but
also on those who come from low-income families, belong
to an ethnic minority, have a non-binary gender or speak a
other language than the official language of the commu-
nity. ICT are very useful to promote this inclusion in edu-
cational centers

The use of ICT in education goes beyond learning
through the computer, technologies can be used to as-
sist those students who have a disability through tablets
or mobile devices. This is known as assistive technology
and can make the difference between participation and
marginalization for students with disabilities [16, p. 92].
Assistive communication systems can replace speech
and assisted listening systems improve audio quality or
remove background noise, making listening easier. Such
technologies have been shown to increase completion
rates, tertiary education enrollment, gainful employment,
and earnings above the minimum wage [5].

At the global level, the World Health Organization
has estimated that, in low and middle income countries,
only between 5 % and 15 % of people who need assistive
technology have access to it (WHO, 2018).

Technologies can, therefore, contribute to the
construction of more diverse school environments,
in which architectural, pedagogical, technological,
methodological and communicational conditions are not
exclusion factors.

In 2019, the International Forum on Inclusion and
Equity in Education was held, organized by UNESCO to
celebrate 25 years of the Salamanca Declaration. The Cali
Commitment for equity and inclusion in education was
signed at the forum. That document recommends the use
of digital technologies to increase teaching and learning
opportunities.

The use of ICT has radically changed the educational
model, even more so in this time of pandemic, where
many educational institutions have been forced to adapt
to technological models that allow them to continue
their training processes. This situation, in some way, has
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benefited the inclusion of students with disabilities in
spaces where communication and the generation of
knowledge is mediated by a device, computer, tablet or
mobile phone, and the barrier to be resolved is access to
these contents through the available device.

2.1. Assistive technology in education

Assistive technology refers to any device, object, piece
or system that has been custom designed or adapted
to increase, maintain or improve a person’s abilities in
carrying out their activities. An assistive technology can
be something very used as glasses to a complex software
system that allows a person with some pathology that
prevents them to speak.

The W3C establishes a guide of strategies, guidelines
and resources to make the Web accessible to people with
disabilities [18], which can also be taken as a reference in
non-web contexts. There they describe a set of tools that
are already incorporated into the most used browsers
and operating systems to facilitate the use and access to
both, web pages and the computer itself. They also have
recommendations for apps and plug-ins that you can use
if you have trouble viewing and reading websites, listening
to audio, typing or using the keyboard, using a mouse, or
difficulty understanding or navigating a website.

These resources can also be used in the educational
context, to facilitate the use of technologies for students
with disabilities and thus be able to carry out their
learning process with equity. Teachers must be aware of
their existence and support their inclusion in the teaching
processes given the advantages they offer, even more so
at the present time where it is necessary to have online
education to carry out these processes. There are also
innumerable devices and applications that make it easier
for people with learning disabilities or some type of
functional deficiency to perform.

2.2. Accessibility at school: how technology can help

Going to school can be difficult for any child, being
separated from family, interacting with teachers, making
friends,learningnewthingseverydaycanbeoverwhelming
experiences, and even more so for those with special
needs. The use of technology in education can help
equate students in the classroom. Students with special
needs face a wide variety of learning problems: learning
disorders per se, developmental disabilities, or physical
disabilities that make it difficult for them to function in the
classroom. Students with learning disabilities may have
trouble reading, writing, reasoning and remembering or
organizing information. Physical disabilities have different
levels and involve a variety of challenges, it can be partial
or total. Impairments in hearing, vision, and mobility are
identified. Technologies in education help special needs
educators and their students overcome many obstacles.

The assistive technologies built into most of today’s
devices and systems make it much easier for children
who have communication problems to communicate. For
example, screen magnifiers allow children with low vision
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to read more easily on the computer by increasing the
size of the letters of the texts. In case the vision problem is
severe, readers can be used text-to-speech. In the case of
children with hearing problems, speech-to-text translators
and even sign language translators can be used. In the
case of students with mobility problems, the use of other
devices should be incorporated: touch screens, pointing
devices with less precision (joystick, wireless keyboards,
among others). In this way it is possible to include children
with disabilities in the classroom with equity, being able to
express theirideas through screens and thus communicate
with their teachers and classmates.

2.3. Examples of technologies and resources for
inclusive education

When we refer to disabilities, it is important to keep in
mind the concept of multiplicity. People with disabilities
do not follow a pattern and have different needs. That is
why we have put together a list of apps and websites that
work to increase mobility, communication, and learning
skills (Table 1). Below, we present a selection of assistance
applications, that can support inclusion. We incorporate
the links to facilitate their access and download them.

2.3.1. Applications for
problems

Head-mouse: through the computer’s webcam, it con-
verts the head movements of a person with reduced mo-
bility into movements of the mouse cursor on the screen.

Motrix: software developed exclusively to assist people
with severe motor disabilities, such as muscular dystrophy
or quadriplegia. It has an intelligent mechanism that per-
forms the most complex motor part of the tasks, allowing
the user to play, write, read and communicate. Motrix is
developed at the Federal University of Rio de Janeiro
(UFRJ) since March/2002.

TelepatiX: people with severe movement limitations
communicate through a graphic alphabet that features
a sequential scan of rows and columns. By touching any-
where on the screen, the person selects rows and columns
with the letters. Selection can also be done by flashing
through the use of other accessories. The app suggests
words for each chosen letter and after typing it is possible
to have the sentence read.

Classic Tobii Gaze Interaction Software: allows access
the computer with the movement of the eyes. It is ideal
for people with severe motor disabilities. The software
requires an eye tracker device to allow full access to the
computer without the need for a mouse or keyboard.

Plaphoons: allows communication to people with physi-
cal disabilities. It can also help other people who have com-
munication difficulties, such as people with autism spec-
trum disorder, down syndrome, etc. It is a symbolic commu-
nication system, which is based on the edition of communi-
cation panels, where users select cards to build sentences
or ideas that can finally be taken to any word processor.

2.3.2. Apps for people with vision and hearing
problems

NVDA: NonVisual Desktop Access, abbreviated NVDA, is
a screen reader especially recommended for those who
are starting to use this type of software. NVDA supports
both synthetic speech output, which reads text aloud, and
translation with the help of braille writing.

BrailleEasy: is a free tool produced by the Ministry of
Education of Brazil - MEC, which transforms conventional
texts into braille, in addition to allowing printing in braille.

Dosvox: is a computer system that allows visually im-
paired people to use a common microcomputer to work
and study independently. The program is distributed free
of charge and is available in versions for Windows and Li-
nux, where it is also called Linvox.

Voice Dream Reader: for children and adults with read-
ing problems such as dyslexia, attention deficit or hyper-
activity, as well as vision problems. Read with a synthe-
sized voice the texts that appear on the screen. Read PDF,
Word documents, e-books, articles or web pages.

Speechify: converts text to audio files and stores them
in a digital library. Users can submit web articles to the
app or scan printed books and brochures. It uses text-to-
speech technology to create audio files, and then com-
piles the files into a playlist to be heard anywhere.

VirtualVision: screen reader specially designed for vi-
sually impaired people to autonomously access Windows,
Office and other applications, by reading the menus and
screens of these programs through a voice synthesizer.
The navigation is done through a common keyboard and
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the sound is emitted through the sound card present in
the computer.

Read&Write: add-on for Chrome browser with tools for
reading and writing. The writing tool has text-to-speech
to read aloud what has been written. It also allows users to
add voice notes to their work.

ReadMode: add-on for Chrome that removes visual
clutter from web pages for easier reading. It removes ads
and animations, and also converts web pages into simple
black and white text articles.

Immersive Reader (Microsoft): it allows to hear the text
read aloud in various Microsoft applications. Words are
highlighted as they are read, making it easy to follow
along. The line focus option hide almost the entire screen
while reading to reduce distraction. When a word is clicked
can hear it and see a picture of what it means. You can also
break words into syllables.

AVA: makes live captioning. It allows to add subtitles
in real time to videos or even in conversations with other
people. The idea is to allow people with hearing loss to
participate in conversations with listeners, following each
other’s speech through texts generated by the application
in real time.

Hand-talk: automatically translates website content
into Libras sign language. The translation incorporates an
avatar, Hugo or Maya, which is superimposed on one side
of the site or video and simultaneously translates the text
or voice that is being reproduced.

Rybena: translates texts from Portuguese to Libras and
to voice that allows deaf people, people with intellectual
disabilities, dyslexics and others with reading difficulties
to access content and interact with various websites and
online platforms.

Be my eyes: establishes a support network for people
with reduced vision. Through the mobile phone camera
and a live video connection, the person with reduced vi-
sion can be assisted by another person who will help him
solve the desired situation.

TapTapSee: use the mobile phone camera to take pho-
tos or videos and describe with voice what is in them, us-
ing the VoiceOver function that is built into today’s phones
and tablets.

Seeing Al: distributed by Microsoft, it facilitates the rec-
ognition of the environment and the audio-description of
people, objects and texts. It allows, through the mobile
phone camera, to read short texts, product labels, docu-
ments, describe environments or what is in a photograph,
identify people from the usual environment, identify the
color of objects, determine the value of banknotes, among
others.

2.3.3. Apps for people with learning disabilities

SofiaFala: helps improve verbal communication for
those with speech development difficulties, particular-
ly children with Down syndrome. It captures the sounds
and images produced during the speech therapy exercise
and then analyzes it, offering two types of responses on
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the user’s performance: a playful-educational one, with
guidelines for the patient and/or the person responsible
for training; the other, with metric and statistical data for
the speech therapist to evaluate, control and guide the
clinical evolution of the user.

Expressia: supports the dialogue of non-verbal people.
It allows to create cards with images, photos, text, voice
and music and group them into thematic boards accord-
ing to the communication context. The user then creates
sequences with the cards to compose sentences and ex-
press ideas and thoughts. It also has a cognitive stimula-
tion function that allows you to create personalized asso-
ciation, ordering or storytelling activities.

As can be seen, there is a wide range of options
that facilitate access to digital content for people who
have some kind of disability, and to be included in the
classrooms assisted by technological means, so that they
can communicate, perform tasks and show their results to
the teachers as well as their classmates. All the applications
shown here are free access or have free access for teachers,
so they can be downloaded and installed without major
problems. It is up to the schools, teachers and professors
to incorporate them into their activities to assist their
students with special needs and promote inclusion in
these spaces.

FINAL CONSIDERATIONS

Schools and higher education institutions need to
think a decade and a half in advance, both to be able to
defend ourselves against emerging challenges and to
chart a path towards probable futures, in a context of
complexity and uncertainty. We must ask ourselves, are
we going to be unprepared to face a new crisis?

To move in uncertainty, we have to personalize
learning, identify the needs of students in a timely manner,
to develop a profile of each of our students, recognizing
that the ability to learn of each student with disabilities
is unlimited. We must incorporate the life project of each
student as a constitutive and foundational part of the
educational experience. Teachers become mediators,
facilitators and architects of training itineraries for the
development of new educational experiences and attend
to inclusion.

Dispose of assistive technology to diverse educational
needs can make the difference between the participation
and marginalization of students with disabilities.

Thereisacleardiagnosis of the need for teacher training
torespondtothechallengesofinclusion. Governmentsand
educational institutions in most countries are not realizing.
Inclusive approaches, more than a subject for specialists,
corresponds that all teachers have the proper training.
Before waiting for external formal instances of training,
we can exercise emancipatory autonomy to learn about
various technologies for inclusive education, through self-
training and collaborative training among peers, to take
advantage of the technological opportunities that exist.

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Internet-based Foreign Language Vocabulary
Training of Non-linguistic University

The paper discusses issues connected with Internet-based vocabulary training at foreign language classes in non-
linguistic university. The advantages of usage of Internet-resources are presented. Internet is considered as a training
tool of various kinds of speech activity at foreign language classes. Having proved the importance and necessity of
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the implementation of Internet technologies in foreign language training, we have identified and described Internet
resources that allow enlarging vocabulary as it contributes to mastering various aspects of speech activity. A lot of
Internet resources, platforms and game platforms devoted to teaching of vocabulary are given in the paper. It is proved
that Internet-based foreign language training optimizes the activities of educators as coordinators of students’activities,
increases motivation of students to foreign language learning, deepens their knowledge level, enhances the efficiency
of mastering foreign language vocabulary. We described exercises of experiment, questionnaire that was offered to
students. Exercises done by students correspond to the levels of lexical skills: introduction of a word, repeating it , fixing
it in the language exercises and then speech exercises and use it in many kinds of speech activities. It is offered to train
vocabulary a lot in communicative exercises. Their goal is to form lexical skills. We pay attention to forming of lexical
skills in natural or similar communication. One of the conditions of forming lexical skills is gamification. Games have
pictures of things, their qualities, human activities and spelling of a word. Internet-techniques are modern attractive
and effective tools of teaching on the High school level.

1 Introduction

The importance of specialists’ role speaking one or
more foreign languages is increasing due to the devel-
opment of international cooperation in economic, so-
cial and political fields. In addition, Russian and foreign
companies require qualified specialists having a deep
knowledge of one or more foreign languages. The goal of
learning a foreign language (FL) is the ability to commu-
nicate in a non-native language. The richer and more di-
verse the students’vocabulary is, the more freely they can
speak and express their thoughts in FL. In this connection,
the emphasis should be made on the methodology and
tools for vocabulary training. In the paper, knowledge of
FL vocabulary in a non-linguistic university is understood
as the set of vocabulary, skills and abilities to use them
in various contexts, as well as the strategy of vocabulary
mastering.

Foreign language vocabulary training (FLVT) is an
obligatory stage of the educational program in higher
education institutions and should be made on the basis
of an integrated approach. However, FLVT is not effective
enough because most textbooks present lexical material
either as a part of the memorization list, or the words on
the topic are found in the exercises. Modern textbooks
often introduce words that are not related to the topic
under study, or are of a little use. Accordingly, educators
often have to adjust the word lists to meet the program
requirements. Learning vocabulary by memorizing isolat-
ed words has another significant drawback: the studied
word correlates with one specific word of the native lan-
guage, as a result, the peculiarities of the lexical system
of the studied language are not taken into account. It can
lead to lexical errors in oral and written speech. The vocab-
ulary knowledge is a necessary condition for the forma-
tion of speech activity, since it is one of its most important
components of FL training. For many decades, scientists
have studied the problem of FL vocabulary training. But
this question still remains relevant. After all, the successful
mastery of foreign lexical units is one of the most import-
ant conditions for foreign language training. Thus, the task

of every FL educator is to help students developing a rich
and useful vocabulary.

Since youth culture has a wide area of intersection
with Internet culture, it seems appropriate to use Internet
technologies in the educational process, namely in FLVT.
The introduction of Internet technologies in education
has opened up enormous prospects, since they make it
possible to individualize and activate the educational pro-
cess. The movement of usual educator-student relations
from the classroom to the virtual space introduces addi-
tional factors into the stimulation of the training process.
Teachers' role is changed; they only facilitate students’
learning and direct it. Internet environment is focused
on students and allows them to participate in the train-
ing process. In other words, these environments are stu-
dent-centered as they provide an opportunity to explore
different ways of obtaining information and construct
their own knowledge by interpreting and evaluating the
information received. FL educators who are looking for
innovative training methods are increasingly interested in
incorporating Internet technologies into their curricula, as
such technologies offer a variety of training methods and
provide the great deal of information.

2 Methodology

Quite a lot of researches devoted to the application of
Internet technologies in the process of FL training have
been already carried out. All studies have shown positive
results regarding the effectiveness of their use. Khalaf A.
J. investigated the effectiveness of Internet-based English
language training. You Tube has been determined to be
the most common effective Internet-based way in FL
training. The author determined several advantages of
Internet-based learning: openness, learning autonomy,
stimulating interests of learners and strengthening learn-
ers’ autonomy. One disadvantage was also mentioned -
lack of communication between students and an educator.
[1]. M. Kumar Agarwal gave the overview of how Internet
resources are used for FL training focusing on pedagogical
problems. In the paper, advantages and disadvantages of
using Internet technologies at English language classes
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were considered and the structure of FL learning process
was proposed [2]. The authors in [3] described the experi-
ment devoted to application of Internet technologies in FL
training. The experiment showed that the majority of stu-
dents considered that they could use Internet as an educa-
tional tool. It was stated, that the only problems appeared
were connected with blogs, and e-learning portals.

Discussing the most unusual way of FL training, gamifi-
cation, strange as it may seem, occupies an honorable first
place among the most effective systems that complement
the learning process. Game elements make the process
of studying the material more interesting, bring novelty
and prevent you from getting lost among routine tasks.
Gamification allows shifting the focus in the perception of
learning. After all, instead of homework, students receive a
“quest’, for the completion of which they will receive “expe-
rience”. And experience, in turn, will open new more com-
plex quests, that is, more complex programs and cours-
es. A game cannot be boring - it brings a lot of fun and
motivates you to practice even more. Virtual reality has
ceased to be something unique. It allows turning the rou-
tine process of learning into a real adventure. According
to Figueroa, the introduction of gamification in FL training
contributes positively to the learning experience, moti-
vates collaboration and interaction [4]. Garris, R. showed
the importance of adapting games for instructional pur-
poses saving the enjoyable component. In the research,
two problems were considered: games shouldn’t be dull,
but on the other hand, instructional programs should not
only entertain students but also teach them [5]. Kapp K. in
the book ‘Gamification of Learning and Instruction; shows
how to design online training and discusses the best el-
ements of online games to increase learning motivation
and illustrates how traditional training can be combined
with game elements, gives examples of successful intro-
duction of such training [6].

Thus, the authors investigating gamification stated
the following: the introduction of gamification elements
increases the motivation level of Fl learning and involve-
ment of students, as well as their satisfaction with the
learning process. The review of the papers devoted to
Internet-based FL training allows making the following
conclusions. Internet-based FL training promote in solv-
ing a number of didactic tasks effectively:

1. increase students' motivation to the subject;

2. develop communicative skills;

3. individualize and differentiate the learning process;

4. form the intellectual skills of students;

6. form skills providing informational competence.

Besides, all researchers state that Internet resources
implemented in the process of FL training can provide:

1. Communication with native speakers;

2. Opportunities to determine level of FL knowledge
according to international standards;

3. Authentic and creative communication: online
games, simulations, applications, etc.
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4. Access to educational materials and pedagogical
ideas for their implementation in the educational process:
web pages, libraries, etc;

5. Communication of teachers and students, students
with each other via blogs, forums, emails, video sharing
sites, social groups, videoconferences.

A number of tasks contributing to the achievement of
the main goal of FL training - the formation of communi-
cative competence can be solved due to the implemen-
tation of Internet technologies in FL training. In relation
to vocabulary training, such tasks are: replenishment of
students’ vocabulary (both active and passive) with the
vocabulary of a modern FL; the formation of a stable mo-
tivation for foreign language speech activity based on the
systematic use of authentic materials; develop cognitive
processes that contribute to mastering FL vocabulary.

Currently, a large number of Internet resources devot-
ed to FLVT cover

«Hangman» — vocabulary training is fulfilled in a form
of game, students and teachers can choose a topic, for ex-
ample: sights, transport, shopping, etc.

«ldiom Site» — presents idioms which are explained in
English. As a result, students’ speech is greatly enriched.

«Memrise» — contains flash-cards with vocabulary de-
voted to some topic. The applied associative method fixes
new words in memory quickly and reliably.

«Daily Page» is suitable for everyday study. Every day
the resource offers a new topic for a short essay, only the
definite vocabulary can be used.

«Quizlet» is a great platform for memorizing new
words. It presents sets of cards, or your own database of
words can be created. The platform also offers various
tests, games and additional features.

«Abby Lingvo Tutor x5» is a program created for vo-
cabulary training. It includes training tests directed to the
memorization of new words and expressions.

«Macmillan Dictionary» is not just a dictionary in elec-
tronic form with the ability to listen to the pronunciation
of words, but also a set of tasks that develop vocabulary.

A lot of Internet platforms devoted to FLVT contain
such activities as:

1. Vocabulary games: help students learning foreign
vocabulary without tedious repetition;

2. On-line tests: contain tasks for multiple choice,
matching, restoring the sequence, filling in the gaps, puz-
zles and so on;

3. Exercises: making a word out of jumbled letters,
making words from letters, guessing words, filling the
missing words, filling in missing letters, correcting spelling
of the words;

4, Dictionaries and corpuses.

The following game platforms dealing with FLVT train-
ing can be mentioned: «Education Edition»; <MES Games»;
«ESL Games World»; «BBC Skillwise»; <English Club».

Besides, Internet platforms directed to the effective
work of educators should be noted.
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«Plickers» is a worthy alternative to regular tests. An
educator prepares personal cards for each student, then
displays test questions on the screen and scans students’
answers from their phone or tablet.

«Class Dojo» is a class journal where each student has
his\her own profile and can add photos and videos, pro-
vides background music and so on.

«Kahoot» is a platform for conducting quizzes and
tests. Teachers can create their own quizzes or use ready-
made tests proposed by colleagues around the world.

“The Teacher's Corner” contains various tools for creat-
ing lexical tasks for FL classes: “WordSearch’, “Scrambles’,
and “Crosswords”.

All available sites devoted to FLVT can't be discussed
because of their great variety.

An extremely important factor for memorizing the ma-
terial is the motivational component. The Encyclopedia of
the Sciences of Learning gives the following definition of
motivation in education: “Motivation is a process of inter-
action between the learner and the environment, which
is marked by selection, initiation, increase, or persistence
of goal-directed behavior” [7]. In education, motivation
can be determined as a combination of two factors: learn-
ing purpose and attitude; if knowledge is important for a
student, learning takes place without any difficulties [8].
According to McDonough [9] motivation includes four
elements: the reasons why students want to learn; the
strength of students’ desire to learn; the kind of person we
are; the task and our estimation of what it requires of us.

Most students learn FL because they want to earn
more money, to travel and communicate with people. In
our opinion, special attention should be paid to the needs
and interests of students when considering motivation
in FLVT. The topics should have personal significance for
them, for example, in the context of a future professional
field. Introduction of Internet technologies in FL training
helps increasing students’ motivation and form creative
and cognitive abilities. Namely, Internet resources can
make the training process personally meaningful for stu-
dents. Thus, students are able to reveal their creative po-
tential.

Kukulska-Hulme and Viberg [10] state that the applica-
tion of Internet resources in FL training produces positive
effects in terms of students’ attitudes, enthusiasm, and
mutual encouragement. llic [11] believes that motivation
can be increased by providing more opportunities for oral
communication practice through video-conferences or
online games. Based on the researches, it can be conclud-
ed that the role of Internet technologies in the process of
FL training is invaluable due to the increase in motivation,
involvement of all students in training process, activation
of mental abilities of students and so on.

3 Methods and Results

The purpose of the experimental work was to substan-
tiate the role of Internet technologies in FLVT. The study
was conducted on the basis of Saint-Petersburg Aviation

University. Students of 1-3 courses took part in the exper-
iment. The control group included 26 students; the exper-
imental group consisted of 27 students. In total, the study
involved 53.The experiment was carried out in 4 groups of
students: 2control and 2experimental ones.

The experiment was carried out in two directions:
training students of the control group using traditional
methods and students of the experimental group - using
Internet technologies. The experiment was being con-
ducted for two terms and included application of Internet
resources in FLVT such as:

1.Vocabulary training platforms:‘Hangman;, ‘ldiom Site,
‘Memrise, ‘Daily Page,‘Quizlet’and ‘Kahoot' Playphrase.me;

2. Educational game platforms: ‘Macmillan Dictionary;
‘MES Games’, ‘ESL Games World’;

3. On-line dictionaries, corpuses and libraries;

4.Blogs, video and audio resources;

5. 0n-line tests and quizzes.

Consider platform ‘MES Games’ and describe possible
ways of training foreign language vocabulary. First, new
words are introduced to students, for example, devoted
to the topic “Transportation”. The great advantage is in the
possibility of choosing the necessary words by educators.
The platform contains the images of words and students
are able to train spelling of the given words. Besides, stud-
ied words can be memorized using the following resourc-
es of the platform: crosswords, puzzles, board games, bin-
go games, worksheets and so on. Some other platforms
like “‘ESL Games World; ‘Hangman; ‘Quizlet; ‘Abby Lingvo
Tutor x5’ can be applied to FLVT. Also, “Playphrase.me”
platform was introduced in FLVT. It represents the collec-
tion of video fragments from films and serials. This Internet
resource allows saving video examples of words in your
own “bank” on the site, download them and use them
outside Internet. The site also offers independent study
of words and phrases on topics proposed by the develop-
ers. Having learnt the words, communicative lexical skills
are trained using speaking exercises, such as constructing
sentences, making dialogues and reports, giving advice,
making solutions, describing pictures, working with cases
and projects. In this connection, it can be noted that all
necessary stages of FLVT were fulfilled: phonetic and visu-
al presentation of words, revision of vocabulary, use of the
words in different types of sentences, application of new
words in oral and writing speech.

The initial stage of the experiment included the de-
velopment and approbation of Internet-based tasks and
exercises, the development of educational podcasts and
blogs, virtual tours destined for FL training using Internet
resources and others. At that stage, it was made the sur-
vey in order to determine the level of students’ motivation
concerning FL learning. Students of two groups were giv-
en the questionnaire determining their motivation to FL
learning. It contained 11 questions and two variants of an-
swers (true, false). Each ‘true’ answer was given one point
and consequently, they were summarized.
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The applied questionnaire is shown below:

1.1would like to learn at least one foreign language.

2. | usually attend all English classes and do all home-
work myself.

3. Learning English is very interesting and useful.

4.1 would like to learn all aspects of foreign language.

5.1 enjoy learning foreign language.

6. | like to communicate in English.

7.1 watch films and videos in English.

8. | read books and information from websites in
English.

9. | think that every person should know English lan-
guage.

10.My interests are connected with this subject.

11.Foreign language is necessary for my future career.

The answers were analyzed according the following
scale:

0-3 points — low level of motivation;

4-7 points — the average level of motivation;

8-11 points — a high level of motivation.

The higher is the total score, the higher is the indicator
of motivation for FL learning. For experimental and con-
trol groups, the comparative analysis results of motivation
to FL mastering are given in Table 1.

The data in the tale reflect the positive dynamics of
the formation of students’ motivation the experimental
group at the final stage of the experiment in the compar-
ison with the results obtained at the initial stage. The final
diagnostic survey in experimental group showed that the
proportion of students in the experimental group with
high motivation level increased reaching 53 %. Low mo-
tivation level was equal to 47 % in comparison with 12
% correspondingly. Students of the experimental group
showed a fairly high level of motivation at the final exper-
iment stage, almost all of them indicated that they learnt
FL with pleasure; FL classes were interesting and useful
for them. It should be noted that the students of the ex-
perimental group coped with the tasks more quickly and
efficiently demonstrating better results than the students

of the control group. Their answers were distinguished by
better usage of FL vocabulary and fuller content; they also
demonstrated correct answers to test tasks.

According to the final diagnostic survey of the stu-
dents of control group, the following conclusions can be
made: motivation to FL learning decreased insignificantly
compared to the beginning of the experiment. High mo-
tivation level of students at the final stage was equal to
9% compared with 12 % at the beginning of the experi-
ment.

As the criteria for evaluating the students’ progress,
FL vocabulary knowledge was determined. The students’
level of FL vocabulary knowledge was checked by con-
ducting tests, discussions, presentations and short reports
at the initial and experimental stage of the experiment.
The effectiveness of the results of the implementation
of Internet resources in FL training of students was as-
sessed by comparing the indicators of the experimental
and control groups obtained at the initial and final stages
of the experiment. The analysis of the results of making
the tasks devoted to FL vocabulary knowledge revealed
the increase of correct and full answers of the students of
the experimental group; the improvements were also ob-
served in the control group, but they were less significant.
The results of the analysis are presented in Table 2.

in the experimental group equal to 38 at the initial
stage and 79 at the final one. The levels of FL vocabulary
knowledge of the students in the control group were
equal 32 % and 52 % correspondingly.

Based on the data obtained, we calculated the aver-
age score of the level of FL vocabulary knowledge of the
students The results of the calculation have indicated the
high level of the development of FL vocabulary knowl-
edge in experimental group at the end of the experiment
and low level - in the control group at both stages of the
research. A high level implies performing of various types
of creative tasks using the required vocabulary, success-
fully coped with the set of communicative tasks during
individual study and work in groups.

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Evaluating the results of the surveys, it can be stated
that the students of the experimental group have the nec-
essary FL vocabulary knowledge which indicates a posi-
tive dynamics of training process after the introduction of
Internet technologies.

An important indicator of the effectiveness of pro-
posed technology is the opinion of students about
Internet-based FL classes. Students of experimental group
were given the questionnaire at the end of the experi-
ment. The questionnaire was as follows:

What | like about foreign language training using
Internet technologies:

1. Communication with foreigners in English online;

2. Playing education games in English;

3. Writing posts and blogs in English;

4. Watching You Tube videos and films in English;

5. Communications on forums in English;

6. Reading websites in English;

7. Doing creative tasks, projects in cooperation with
other students.

The analysis of the questionnaire revealed a positive
attitude of students to Internet-based FL learning and a
high level of motivation. For example, respondents in-
dicated that they learnt a lot of new information, liked
Internet-based tasks, improved their abilities to analyze,
systematize and generalize information doing creative
tasks. Based on students’ answers, it was made the analy-
sis and the following results have been obtained. Students
of experimental group expressed their interest in the most
Internet-based tasks, especially education games (95 %)
watching You Tube videos and films (92 %), project work
(80%), writing posts and blogs (75 %), communication
with foreigners (70 %).

In addition, it should be mentioned that Internet-
based FL classes had a positive effect on the emotional
sphere of students, and contributed to the development
of self-discipline, self-organization and self-learning
skills.

4. Conclusion

Thus, the analysis of the experimental work results
confirmed the effectiveness of Internet-based FL training
of Aviation university students that made it possible to im-
prove the quality and effectiveness of FLVT process. The
results provided by the experimental group allows us to
conclude that the introduction of Internet-based FLVT has
proved its efficiency in the process of enhancing FL vo-
cabulary as it contributes to mastering various aspects of
speech activity. In addition, Internet technologies make it
possible to form a stable motivation of students to FL train-
ing. So, the assumption that the application of Internet-
based FL training, in particular FLVT, increases motivation
to FL learning and optimizes the educational process has
been fully confirmed. The resources of the global network
can be used at all stages of FL training since the possi-
bilities of the World Wide Web are very great. However,
Internet cannot replace teachers, though it is considered

to be one of the most important means of FL training at
present time. Summing up, it can be concluded that the
efficiency of the application of Internet technologies in
FL training can only be achieved through competent im-
plementation of Internet resources, their methodological
justification and their combination with traditional ways
of FL training.
